FLOOR MODEL ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS
Prior to assembly:  Please ensure that both the top and bottom board are sitting on the floor, opened up. The board with the logo “projectboards.com” is the top board.
For best results attach documents to boards prior to assembly.  Please make sure that the boards are pointed up (as above) prior to attaching any documents.  Documents can be attached in a variety of ways.  Self-sticking Velcro  works best (use the hook side stuck to the document).  Staples or thumb tacks also work well.  DO NOT USE GLUE.  It will probably ruin the fabric.
ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS:

1. THERE IS A POTENTIAL DANGER OF THE TOP BOARD FALLING ON YOU.  PLEASE USE PRECAUTIONS TO ENSURE THIS DOES NOT HAPPEN.  BEST RESULTS ARE ACHIEVED WHEN ASSEMBLED WITH A HELPER.  
2. With a helper, lift the top board above the level of the bottom board.  Align the back corners of the two boards.  The Velcro strips on the two boards should align and stick together at this point.

3. Tilt the top board back slightly and move the wings of the bottom board to align with the wings of the top board.

4. Tilt the top board forward.  The wings should align and the Velcro strips should stick together.
5. Place the title board on top of  the top board.  Align the Velcro strips on the title board with the top board.  This will set the proper angle of your board and ensure that the assembled board is within the prescribed size allowed by ISEF regulations (48” wide).

6. There is the possibility that the title board will tilt either forward or backward.  Simply readjust angle of the title board by pushing it forward or backward to the proper angle with a long object (a stick or yardstick, etc.).
