TABLE MODEL ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

Unfold the wings from the backboard.  Pins are provided to attach the title board to the wings.  Push  a pin in each hole on the title board until resistance is felt.  Line the pins up with the holes in the wings and push the title board down.  For removal and transport, pull up on the title board until it has come off the wings.  Remove the pins from the hole and store in the bag.
Wheels:  Wheels are provided the make the transport of your board easier.  Push the removable wheels in the silver holes at the bottom of the board.  When you are displaying your project, remove the wheels by pulling them out of the holes.  Store them in the bag for safekeeping.

The bag can be used to store all of your spare parts, both in transit and while showing. Attach the bag with Velcro to the back of your display while on display.
MOUNTING DOCUMENTS ON YOUR DISPLAY BOARD

There are several methods you can use to mount documents on your display board.  You can use staples or thumb tacks.  They will stick into the backboard.  By far the best method to mount documents, however, is to use the hook side of self-stick Velcro.  It can be obtained anywhere office supplies are sold, Walmart, Home Depot or Lowes.  You will only need the hook side.  You can sometimes find it in ½ inch dots.  These are the best but if you can’t find the dots, just obtain some ¾ inch Velcro on a roll.  Cut off about a ¾ inch square and attach one square to each corner of your document.  Smaller pieces can be use for things such as letters for the title board.  Remove the documents from your board by simply peeling them off.  Your board is then reusable to try again!

Do not use glue or tape to mount your documents as it will ruin the fabric.
