USING YOUR EXPANDO PAGES

Your Expando pages are designed to be used as you would use the pages in a book.  Both sides of the page can be used for display.

INSTALLING THE EXPANDO PAGE

The hinges for the Expando page are Velcro tabs.  They Velcro to the right edge of the board as you are viewing it. If you have more that one page to use, they will stack on top of each other and the hinges will stack as well.

The hinges will slip in the slot between the back board and the wing and attach to the Velcro tabs attached to the edge of the board.  TIP:  This is designed to be a tight fit to ensure the page has stability and does not sag.  When slipping the hinges in the slot, wrap them in a piece of paper or plastic and then slip them through the slot.  This will prevent the Velcro from sticking to everything that it is not supposed to stick to.  When the hinges are in place, simply slide the paper out and attach the hinges to the tabs.
DO NOT TRY TO TRANSPORT OR CLOSE THE BOARD WITH THE PAGES IN PLACE.  Instead, transport them separately and install them when you are setting up your board.  If you try to close the wings with the pages in place, it will place undue stress on the hinges of the board and the screws will pull out of the board.

TIP:  If the pages will not stay closed after they are set up, use a Velcro dot attached to one of the pages to keep them closed.  When you are showing your material on the page, they will then very easily separate with very little force.
